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BILDIRI BASLIGI / PAPER TITLE: GENIS KITLE PSIKOLOJiSi VE ISLAM
TOPLUMLARININ RADIKAL ORGUTLERINE BAKISI /

BILDIRI OZETI / ABSTRACT: Kiiresel anlamda terérizmle miicadelenin en 6nemli
araclarindan bir tanesi bu orgiitlerin mali kaynaklariyla birlikte insan kaynaginin da kesilmesini
saglamaktir. Bunu yapabilmek i¢in ise oncelikle teror orgiitlerinin amaglari, iletisim araglari,
sdylemleri ve mensuplarmin dogru bir sekilde analiz edilmesi gerekmektedir. Islam toplumlari
icerisinden ¢ikan radikal orgiitlerle ilgili caligmalara bakildiginda, bu o6rgiit iiyelerinin biiyiik
oranda Arap kdkenli Miisliimanlardan olustugu goriilmektedir. Ornegin Fransiz Uluslararast
Iliskiler Enstitiisii’niin hapis cezas1 almis olan 137 cihat¢1 ile yaptig1 bir ¢alismaya gore
bunlardan %74’ii Miisliiman olan ailelerde dogmusken geri kalam1 sonradan Islamiyeti
se¢mistir. 2014 yilinda Amerikali gazeteci James Foley’in kafasi ISID tarafindan kesilerek
infaz edilmesinden sonra, Barack Obama tarafindan Orgiitiin ideolojisi nihilistik olarak
tanimlanmistir. Her ne kadar, ISID’in sonrasindaki faaliyetlerini de bu sekilde tanimlamak
miimkiin olsa da pek ¢ok sosyal bilimci, hem bu tanimin, hem de bu durumu mental bir sorun
ya da dini fanatizm olarak tanimlama gayretlerinin olduk¢a yetersiz kaldigi konusunda hem
fikirdir.

Birlesmis Milletler ve Beyaz Saray’a ter0rizm konusunda danigmanlik yapan
antropolog Scott Atran’a gore Musul Hapishanesi’nde 670 Sii mahkumu oldiiren, ya da 21
Misirhi Hristiyan’in kafasini kesen bu terdristler, psikolojik profil anlaminda biiyiik oranda
siradan insanlardir. O halde mutlaka psikolojik rahatsizlig1 olmasi1 gerekmeyen, beyin yikama
stirecine maruz kalmamis, biiyiik ¢cogunlugu Miisliiman kokenli Araplardan olusan radikal
orgiitleri daha iyi anlayabilmek i¢in ana kaynaga yani islam toplumuna ve onlarm bu &rgiitlere
bakisina yonelmek gerekmektedir. Kitle psikolojisi ile ilgili ¢aligmalarda ilk akla gelen isim
olan Gustave Le Bon’a gore 1rk, gelenekler, politik ve toplumsal konular, 6gretim ve egitim
bicimi, vaatler ya da hayaller ve kitle dnderleri kitlelerin etkilendigi uzak ve yakin etmenlerdir.
Bu sartlar géz oniine alinarak Islam toplumu incelendiginde, o toplum igerisindeki siradan
bireylerin hangi motivasyonlarla vahsi birer terdriste doniistiigli cok daha iyi anlagilabilecektir.
Buradan hareketle bu ¢alismada da El-Kaide, ISID, Boko-Haram gibi &rgiitlerin olusumu,
ortaya ¢iktiklar1 cografyalardaki siyasi olaylar, Islam toplumlarinin bu &rgiitlere bakigt
cercevesinde ele alinmaya ¢alisilmstir.

ABSTRACT

One of the most important strategies of combat against terrorism in the global sense is to ensure
that human resources are cut off as well as financial resources of these organizations. In order
to do this, firstly the aims, communication tools, discourses and members of the terrorist
organizations should be analyzed correctly. When we look at the studies related to the radical
organizations in Islamic societies, it is seen that the members of these organizations consist of
Muslims of Arab origin. For example, according to a study conducted by the French
International Relations Institute with 137 jihadists who had received prison terms, 74% of them
were born in Muslim families, while the rest convert. After the American journalist James
Foley's head was cut and executed by ISIS in 2014, the ideology of the terrorist group was
defined as nihilistic by Barack Obama. Although it is possible to describe the subsequent
activities of the ISIS by this way, many social scientists agree that both this definition and the
efforts to define it as a mental problem or religious fanaticism are quite inadequate.



According to anthropologist Scott Atran, who counseled the United Nations and the
White House on terrorism, these terrorists, who kill 670 Shia prisoners in Mosul prison or
beheaded 21 Egyptian Christians, are ordinary people in psychological profile. It is then
necessary to turn to the main source, namely the Islamic society and their view of these
organizations, in order to better understand the radical organizations, mainly being composed
of Arab majority, which exposed to the brainwashing process and which do not necessarily
have psychological disturbances. Gustave Le Bon, the first name that comes to mind in studies
of mass psychology, race, traditions, political and social issues, teaching and training styles,
promises or dreams, and mass leaders are distant and close influences on masses. Considering
these conditions, when Islamic society is examined, it can be understood more clearly what
motivations ordinary individuals in that society have turned into violent terrorists. In this study,
it was tried to discuss the formation of organizations such as Al-Qaeda, ISIS, Boko Haram, the
political events in the geographical regions they came from, and the Islamic society's view of
these organizations.
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
