Amag: Arastirma gebelerin COVID-19 asisi hakkinda bilgi, tutum ve davranislarini incelemek amaciyla yapilmistir.

Yontem: Arastirma web tabanli, kesitsel ve tanimlayici nitelikte 256 gebe ile yapilmistir. Arastirma verileri, Tanitici
Bilgi Formu, COVID-19 Asisina Yénelik Tutumlar Olgegi kullanilarak web tabanl cevaplamaya imkan veren anket
sistemi ile WhatsApp ve Instagram gruplari Gizerinden toplanmistir. istatistiksel anlamlilik diizeyi p < 0.05 olarak kabul
edilmistir.

Bulgular: Arastirmaya alinan gebelerin yas ortalamasi 28.12 + 5.08 ve %59.4’( {iglincl trimesterde olup %52.7’si
COVID-19 asisi yaptirmamistir. Katihmcilarin yas (p = 0.016), yasayan ¢ocuk sayisi (p = 0.036), cocukluk dénemi
asilarinin yapilma durumu (p = 0.038), tetanoz asisini yaptirma durumu (p < 0.001), gebelik izlemlerini yaptirma
durumu (p £0.001), COVID-19 asisi yaptirma durumu (p £ 0.001) ile olumlu tutum puan ortalamalari arasinda anlamli
iliski oldugu belirlenmistir. Olgek toplam puani iizerine etkisi olan bagimsiz degiskenlerin ¢ocukluk déneminde
asilarinin yaptirilma durumu (p < 0.001), tetanoz asisini yaptirma durumu (p < 0.001), gebelik izlemlerini yaptirma
durumu (p £ 0.001) oldugu belirlenmis ve %47 oraninda belirleyici olduklari bulunmustur (R? = 0.469, F = 54.800, p <
0.001). Gebelerin COVID-19 asisi yaptirmama nedenleri incelendiginde ilk ¢ sirada sirasiyla bebege zarar verecegi
distincesi (%54.8), iceriginin belirsiz oldugu dislincesi (%46.7), koruyucu oldugunu diisinmeme (%44.4) gelmektedir.

Sonug: Gebelerin COVID-19 asisi hakkinda bilgi dizeylerinin artiriimasi gerektigi, cogunlugun tglinct trimesterde
olmasina karsin asi yaptirmadigi bulunmustur. Cocukluk dénemi asilarin, gebelik dénemi tetanoz asisinin yapilmasinin
ve gebelik izlemlerinin asiya yonelik tutumu etkiledigi belirlenmistir.

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INFORMATION, ATTITUDES AND BEHAVIORS OF PREGNANTS ABOUT THE COVID-19 VACCINE

Objective: The research was conducted to examine the knowledge, attitudes and behaviors of pregnant women
about the COVID-19 vaccine.

Methods: The study was conducted with 256 pregnant women, which is web-based, cross-sectional and descriptive.
Research data were collected through WhatsApp and Instagram groups, using the Introductory Information Form,
the Attitudes Towards COVID-19 Vaccine Scale using a questionnaire system that allows web-based answers.
Statistical significance level was accepted as p < 0.05.

Results: The mean age of the pregnant women included in the study was 28.12 + 5.08 years and 59.4% were in the
third trimester, and 52.7% did not receive the COVID-19 vaccine. Participants' age (p = 0.016), number of living
children (p = 0.036), childhood vaccination status (p = 0.038), tetanus vaccination status (p < 0.001), pregnancy
follow-up status (p < 0.001), COVID- It was determined that there was a significant relationship between 19
vaccination status (p < 0.001) and positive attitude mean scores. It was determined that the independent variables
that had an effect on the total score of the scale were vaccination status in childhood (p < 0.001), tetanus vaccination
status (p < 0.001), pregnancy follow-up status (p < 0.001) and were found to be determinative at a rate of 47% (R? =
0.469, F = 54.800, p < 0.001). When the reasons for not getting the COVID-19 vaccine are examined, the first three
are the thought that it will harm the baby (54.8%), the thought that the content is unclear (46.7%), and not thinking
that it is protective (44.4%).

Conclusion: It was found that the knowledge level of pregnant women about the COVID-19 vaccine should be
increased, and the majority of them did not get vaccinated although they were in the third trimester. It has been
determined that childhood vaccinations, pregnancy tetanus vaccination and pregnancy follow-up affect the attitude
towards vaccination.
